Simon Jackson –   “The Power of One” 

Simon Jackson, 25, founded the Spirit Bear Youth Coalition (SBYC) at the age of 13 in his quest to save British Columbia’s 
endangered white Kermode (spirit) bear.  The SBYC is now the world’s largest youth-run environmental organization 
with a global network of more than 6 million in over 65 countries.  Now a major Hollywood animated movie made for 
the specific purpose of saving the spirit bear is in production. 

Jackson’s message – The Power of One – focuses on the lessons learned and insight gained, not just saving the spirit 
bear, but as a tool kit for action for anyone who wants to make a difference in our world. Hi message is inspirational, 
motivational and educational – you will be a believer in the Power of One!
